2.1 Remove the wall profiles and drill the marked points using a 6mm masonry drill bit, once this is done insert 8 × wall
plugs (No.19).
2.2 Fix the wall profile    to wall using the screws ST4 × 30 (No.20).

1.2 Level the frame using a spirit level.
